The objective of the center is to advance environmental education.
We have the following seven main ways to achieve this objective. 1.to
give educational practices 2. to research and advance principles and
methods 3.to educate practical leaders 4.to hold extension courses
5.to study and develop teaching materials 6.to develop institutions
and equipment 7.to cultivate and manage the experimental fields.
The organic recycling system produces compost from raw garbage
generated from the university dormitories, the remains of cultivated
crops, weeds, crushed prunings, and other such organic materials.
This waste is put into the fermentation chamber and then becomes
compost in 48 hours, after which it is formed into pellets by the
system. This recycling system was created in 2005.Training lessons
and extension lectures related to “food cycles” utilizing plant
cultivation practice in the Plant Cultivation Field, as well as compost
created with the Organic Matter Recycling System, are conducted
and promoted. At the same time, we compost raw ingredients from
the waste of a local hotel and, using the compost produced, we carry
out organic cultivation research by growing herbs; these harvested
herbs are then used as ingredients in the hotel. This project has been
ongoing since 2006. There are no other education-oriented
universities that have their own Organic Matter Recycling Systems
or Plant Cultivation Fields. Also note that we were the first to
experiment by entering into industry-university cooperation with a
business such as a hotel.
